
4.	 You cannot make up a lecture exam except in case of an emergency (death, illness etc.)
 
Documentation MUST be provided.
 

5.	 You must take the lecture exam at the scheduled time unless you have made
 
arrangements with me PRIOR to the scheduled exam day. To take the make-up exam,
 
you must have the instructor's permission.
 

6.	 You have one week from the time the exam is returned in class to dispute any grading.
 
After this time, no changes will be made to the grade(s) of the exam(s).
 

7.	 I reserve the right to implement an attendance policy at any time during the semester and 
without any notice. The attendance policy will be as follows: 6 absences will result in a 
one-letter grade drop in the final course grade, > 6 absences will result in a two-letter 
grade drop in the final course grade. There will be no excuses for an absence. 
Attendance will be determined by signing the roll sheet passed out in class. You must 
sign your own name. If a signature appears on the roll and you are not present, you will 
receive an F in the course. If you are more than 5 minutes late to class, you will be 
counted absent. Leaving class early will result in an absence (except for those who have 
prior permission). YOU are responsible for signing the class roll. You must attend your 
scheduled lecture section to be counted present. 

8.	 Homework assignments and solutions will be placed in MyCLE under Blackboard. 
9.	 The course outline appears on the first page of the lecture guide. The scheduled dates for 

the three lecture exams and make-up exams are also listed on that page. The lecture 
exams are common exams that will be given at night. If you have a documented 
disability, you are allowed to take the exam at an alternate time.

17.	 Do not expect any grades to be curved. 
18. No electronic devices including cell phones, pagers etc. are allowed in the classroom 

while the exam is in progress. The only exception is a calculator. Other electronic 
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devices which have a calculator are pr~hibited. If you bring any such device into the 
classroom while the exam is in progress, you will receive a zero on that exam. 

19.	 This is not a laptop course; therefore, the use of laptops is prohibited at any time 
during lecture. The use of a laptop will result in 5 points being deducted from the 
next exam grade for each class time a laptop is used. This will happen without any 
warning.
